A Catholic should receive this
Sacrament if they are chronically ill, or are about to undergo
surgery and hospitalization, or are suffering the effects of
advanced age. We celebrate it during a Special Mass each Spring
and Fall. Reception of the Sacrament at other times can be
arranged by contacting the Parish Office.

From the Pastor’s Desk

“My soul proclaims the greatness of the Lord, my
spirit rejoices in God my Savior for He has looked
with favor on His lowly servant. From this day, all
generations will call me blessed: the Almighty has
done great things for me, and holy is His name. He
has mercy on those who fear Him in every
generation. He has shown the strength of His arm,
He has scattered the proud in their conceit. He has
cast down the mighty from their thrones and has
lifted up the lowly. He has filled the hungry with good
things and the rich He has sent away empty. He has
come to the help of His servant Israel for He has
remembered His promise of mercy, the promise He
made to our fathers and to Abraham and his children
forever.”

The above words of praise and thanksgiving
spoken by our dear Blessed Mother are found close
to the conclusion of Luke’s account of the Visitation.
However, you may have noticed that they are not
included into today’s reading. No, they are not part of
the story of the visit of the two cousins or should |
say the four cousins. Why is that? Well it might have
something to do with the fact that on this Fourth
Sunday of Advent we are still waiting for the big
moment of Christ’'s birth to come. In a sense, the
words of the Blessed Mother foretell what God will
accomplish when the Messiah arrives. For through
Him God will have mercy on all who believe in Him,
the lowly will be raised up, and the powerful will be
removed from their thrones. God will feed the hungry
and remember all of the promises he made to Israel
and the children of Abraham. So these words take
us beyond the focus of today and show is what we
will celebrate starting tomorrow afternoon after four
pm, and the entire Christmas Season. Today serves
just as reminder of this great celebration and reminds
us that we are almost there, but we still have a little
more to go. That is why this reading stops with John
the Baptist leaping for joy in his mother's womb, as
he is so near to Jesus in His mother's womb. Like
John it is all right for us to leap for joy as we are only
hours away, but you must restrict it to just a leap,
maybe a hop, or a skip until Christmas Eve and Day
when we can pull out all of the stops. So let us use
these last few hours of Advent to make sure we are
prepared to celebrate the birth of Jesus, keeping in
mind that each of us will have to prepare ourselves
according to our station in life. Certainly, we all
should ask God to help us to be more open to the
movement of the Holy Spirit in our life. To ask God to
help us love our neighbors as ourselves, and to be
able to forgive those who hurt us.

To seek out and help the poor, the hungry, the lowly,
and the powerless and to ask God to help us always
be grateful for all that, He has given us through His
Son our Lord Jesus Christ.

THE TWELVE DAYS OF CHRISTMAS

From 1558 to 1829- almost 300 years — the
Catholics in England were not permitted to practice their
faith openly. During this period, the “Twelve Days of
Christmas” was  written in England as a catechism
song for young Catholics.

The hidden meaning of the song’s gifts were
intended to help the children remember lessons of their
faith. Instead of referring to an earthly suitor, the “true
love” mentioned in the song refers to God Himself.

The ‘me’ who receives the presents is symbolic of
every baptized person.

The ‘partridge in a pear tree’ is Jesus Christ. In the
song, Christ is symbolically presented as a mother
partridge which feigns injury to decoy predators from
her helpless nestlings.

The meaning of the other symbols are:

Two Turtledoves — the Old and New Testaments of
the Bible

Three French Hens - the gifts of Faith, Hope and
Charity

Four Calling Birds — the Four Gospels written by
Matthew, Mark, Luke and John

Five Rings — the first five books of the Old Testament
Six Geese a’Laying — the six days of Creation

Seven Swans a’Swimming - the seven gifts of the
Holy Spirit (wisdom, understanding, counsel, fortitude,
piety, knowledge, fear of the Lord)

Eight Maids a’Milking — the eight beatitudes

Nine Ladies Dancing — the nine fruits of the Holy Spirit
Ten Lords a’Leaping — the Ten Commandments
Eleven Pipers Piping — the eleven faithful apostles
Twelve Drummers Dancing - the twelve points of
belief of the Apostles Creed

words of Theodore Roosevelt’s will aid you when you
look back; help you to discern the good that you do and
have done and will continue to do — and perhaps you
will be

BLESSED- No other success in life — not being
President, or being wealthy, or going to college, or
writing a book or anything else — Comes up to the
success of the man or the woman who can feel that
they have done their duty, and that Their children and
grandchildren rise up and call them BLESSED.

These beautiful words of the great Saint Gregory Nazianzen (329-389) can be heard across our world and
around the globe this Christmas. Christ is born again this year in our hearts as He was born in the flesh of
the Virgin Mary two thousand years ago in Bethlehem. Like the shepherds, we welcome Him into our hearts
and into our lives. We know His coming changes all of humanity. We pray that His love will constantly
increase in us so that we might belong more deeply to Him and to His Church and thus to one another.
Bethlehem has reopened Eden and in the grotto of Bethlehem we regain the goods of Paradise. (Romanos
the Melodist c. 540)

In this Year of Faith, Christmas is the great feast when we can renew our faith in God’s love made manifest
in the birth of His Son, Jesus the Christ. This is the feast that opens our eyes to the concrete expression of
divine love now become an intimate part of the life of every man and woman who believes in the heart and
professes with one's lips that Jesus, this Child, Jesus, is the Son of God. He is Lord and Savior.

And the
more we adore the Son of God born of the Virgin Mary, the more we too are cooperators in spreading God’s
love from that stable into our parishes, our communities and all the world.

With you I pray that this Christmas will bring us joy and happiness. Even more I pray Christmas will bring
peace especially to the Middle East. And I pray that you and I who welcome Jesus into our hearts may be
His instruments to offer His love and His gift of peace to all the world.
